RUNNING RECORDS


Simple Ways to take a running record using regular texts:


1. Make a photocopy from the book the student is currently reading or place  an acetate sheet on the passage in the book that you can take to a copy machine at the end of the day and make a photocopy for your files. Take the passage from near the end of the book to ensure that students will be taking a “cold” read.
