DEFINITION: 





  Shared Reading is an interactive, whole class experience, where all 


  students have access to the same grade level text.  Teachers 


  explicitly teach comprehension, vocabulary, fluency, phonics, 


  phonemic awareness, text structures, text features, fix-up strategies, 


  etc., through modeling and teacher “think alouds.”  Students practice


  reading strategies with teacher support through choral reading, echo


  reading, repeated reading, partner reading, and discussions using the


  common text.








  








 IS:


Access to the appropriate grade level text for all students


Including: poetry, big books, basal texts, readers theater, songs, 


     news articles, charts, content texts, etc.


Explicit, intentional, and well planned with a definite purpose


Modeled with good teacher talk


Based on the Utah State Core


Scaffolded with gradual release


Foundation for guided reading 


Authentic practice


Interactive


Provided daily 


Instruction for ALL students (no pull-outs during this time)


Executed via:  books, texts, charts, overheads, flexcams, LCD projectors











STEPS/COMPONENTS:








IS NOT:





Teacher pre-reads text; sets goals and objectives


Teachers introduces text to students, stating the purpose, skills, and strategies 


Teacher and students read – all have access to the text


Teacher stops often, thinking aloud, modeling the cognitive process


Students interact with the text in dyads, triads, whole class, etc.


Teacher and students revisit to reinforce goals, objectives, strategies, and skills 


Teacher and students practice skills and strategies during guided reading


Teacher monitors gradual release through 


      independent work activities








Round Robin or Popcorn Reading
